The Study Centre functions as a conference centre and comprises two floors, with four multi-
functional seminar rooms, each of which can be arranged in boardroom, lecture room or 
classroom layouts as required.  
 
Disabled access and facilities are also available at the Study Centre. 
 

Each seminar room can accommodate various numbers 
depending on the style of layout and each seminar room can 
be set-up with the following facilities and equipment: 
 

ǒ TV, Video and DVD equipment  ǒ Overhead projector  
ǒ Projection screen   ǒ Flip chart 
ǒ Wireless access for Internet ǒ Photocopying facilities

As a smaller meeting room measuring 7.3m x 3.5m and is laid out in boardroom style for up to 12 
delegates. This room is suitable for use as a meeting and seminar room or for working lunches 
and small catering functions.  

 
 

 
 

 
These two conference rooms can be used as separate conference facilities or 
as one large multi-functional conference room, Room 2 measures 7.5m x 7.8m 
and Room 3 measures 7.5m x 10.5m equating to 58.5 sq m & 79 sq m 
respectively. 
 
The rooms can be arranged across all conference layout styles. In addition to 
conference use, these rooms can host all types of events, wedding & evening 
receptions, and entertainment such as dancing and discos. 
 
These can be used in conjunction with the chapel for large religious events. 
 
 

 

 

 
Room 4 is an informal room measuring 5.2m x 5.2m giving a 
floor space of 27 sq m, this conference room is located on the 
1

st
 floor, making it ideal for more relaxed conferencing and 

meetings for a maximum of 20 delegates.
